	Who is responsible?
	School principals are responsible for fidelity monitoring with support from supervisors, assistant principals, data instructional coach, and interventionists.

	Tier I Requirements
	1. Monitored at least once a marking period (once every nine weeks).
2. Monitoring may include:

· Observation of teacher during TEAM process.
· Review of weekly lesson plans, pacing guides etc.

· Review of teacher-submitted daily schedule.

· Support team meetings in which data is reviewed and discussed

· Implementation and alignment of CCSS.

	Tier II Requirements
	1. Tier II intervention will be monitored at least 3 times a marking period with at least two direct observations. (3 times a nine weeks)

2. Tier II enrichment will be monitored at least 2 times a marking period with at least two direct observations.

3. Monitoring may include:
· Observation or fidelity checks during intervention.

· Review of intervention lesson plans and/or schedules including attendance, parent reports

· Review of progress monitoring data.     

4. Fidelity Checks are unannounced.

5. Attendance documented. (Reasons for absences; absent less than 23% of time.)
6. Integrity must reach 80%.  Support must be provided to interventionist until 80% on fidelity check is reached.

	Tier III Requirements
	1. Monitored at least 5 times a marking period with three during direct observation and two a review of implementation data. (5 times a nine weeks)

· Monitoring may include:

· Observation during intervention

· Review of intervention lesson plans and/or schedules including attendance, parent reports.
· Review of progress monitoring data.

2. Fidelity Checks are unannounced.

3. Attendance documented. (Reasons for absences; absent less than 23% of time.)
4. Integrity must reach 80%.  Support must be provided to interventionist until 80% on fidelity check is reached.
